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As I approach the end of my term as Chairman of the Council it is my task to report on 
the work of the Council over the last twelve months. 
 
During the year work started on the refurbishment of the promenade and hopefully, by 
the time you receive this report it should be reopened to the public. This project 
represents true partnership working between the Parish, District and County Councils. 
I do hope you get the opportunity to enjoy this facility.  
 
Our new venture the “New Hampton” cinema commenced in late summer and I would 
like to thank the team of volunteers who have helped to make this project the success 
it is. This venture is a direct result of residents’ requests. 
 
Work continued on the preparatory work for our new play area at Ewart Recreation 
Ground. Again I would like to thank all those who took part in the consultation exercise. 
It is important to us that we take into account residents’ views. It is anticipated that the 
play area should be open in time for the school summer holidays 
 
As in previous years the Council has continued to be consulted on the just under 300 
planning applications. Some of the major applications included proposals for the old 
West Cliff Hotel site and The Arena public house.    
 
During the latter part of the year work started on developing a Community Warden 
Service dedicated to the Parish. This is a major new initiative which it is hoped will go 
towards improving the quality of life for all those in the Parish.

March 2006 
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Work has continued on the Market Town Initiative. Many residents completed the “Love it 
Hate it, Wish it” survey. One of the main wishes from across the age ranges was the 
request for a cinema. The Council has been able to deliver on this wish  with setting up of 
the “New Hampton Cinema” in the Parish Hall.  
 
In conjunction with Moviola films and a group of dedicated volunteers films are now being 
shown at the Parish Hall on a monthly basis with both an afternoon and evening 
performance. During the half term holidays additional afternoon showings have been 
arranged for the younger people in our community. So far the cinema has been a complete 
success with nearly sell out performances on all occasions. 
 
The community website has been another initiative which has started during the year. The 
site can be found at www.hytheonline.com and contains information on future films being 
shown at the New Hampton Cinema, local community events, news etc.  
 
The working group has continued to work through the process of identifying the strengths 
and weaknesses of the Parish and relaunch of the project is planned for April 2006 
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As the report goes to press the long awaited refurbishment work 
on the Promenade should be all but completed subject to the 
weather conditions. 

Whilst it has taken many years to get off the ground, the project  is 
a result of  the partnership working between the Parish Council, 
New Forest District Council, and Hampshire County Council.  

The Parish Council has committed £28,500 to this project. 

Apart from being an attractive feature to visit and watch the ships 
and boats on Southampton Water, the promenade has an 
amphitheatre which can be used for staging small entertainment 
events. 
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Over the last year the Council’s Play Equipment Working Party has carried out 
extensive consultations with local residents and young people on the provision of 
a major new play area at Ewart Recreation Ground. Following these consultations 
tenders have been sought and returned, planning applications submitted and a 
grant application made. 
 
The Council has been informed that they have been awarded a grant towards the 
cost of the scheme from The Onyx Environmental Trust. As soon as planning 
permission is received the tender from Playsafe Playgrounds will be formally 
accepted. 
 
It is anticipated that work will commence onsite during March with the opening of 
the play area being at the end of May or the beginning June.  
 
Further details of the process the equipment to be provided can be found on our 
website. 
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The Parish Council over the last twelve months, has reviewed the work of the Hampshire 
County Council Accredited Community Safety Officers and considered whether the Parish 
should have its own dedicated community wardens. 
 
During the budget process for 2006/07 the Council took the decision to make financial 
provision for a dedicated service to be provided. The Council is currently seeking a suitable 
provider to deliver the service. 
 
In order to oversee the implementation of the service a small working party was set up 
which included representatives of the local police. 
 
It is anticipated that the service will commence around May/June this year once the 
necessary arrangements have been agreed with chosen provider.

The Parish Council has continued to support the Handy Trust which was set up by the 
Council to further the needs of the young people of our Parish. The Parish Council and 
Handy Trust work in partnership to try and deliver these needs. 
 
This year the Council has signed a new five year service level agreement with the 
Handy Trust for the continued provision of a Youth Service.  
 
The Council has continued to provide the Trust with office accommodation and book 
keeping service. In addition the Council made a financial contribution of £8,400 towards 
their running costs. In return the Parish has received the services of one full time and 
one part time youth worker. The part time youth worker is primarily dedicated to 
providing the service in the Netley View area. 
 
During the last year the Parish Council used the Handy Trust to gauge young people’s 
opinions on the proposals for Ewart Recreation Ground.    
 
During the school summer holidays the Handy Trust run the “Summer Sports in the 
Park” program within the Parish. 
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As part of the Council’s continued commitment to improve its communications with local 
residents the Parish Picture was relaunched.  

There will be four issues per year with one being used as the annual report which will also 
contain financial information relating to operations of the Council.  

The publication will also be used to keep residents up to date with the Council’s work and 
to gather views on projects and initiatives being considered by the Council.  

The document is currently being delivered to households with the New Forest Post.

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During the year the Council’s speed working party continued to consider initiatives that 
could help reduce the speed at which vehicles travel through the Parish. Two of the 
main initiatives looked at this year were the introduction of car stickers which were 
distributed with the Parish Picture, the other initiative involved working with the Police 
and New Forest Community Safety Partnership on the deployment of the Speed 
Indicator Device (SID).   
 
The device will indicate whether a vehicle approaching it is going faster than the speed 
limit. Whilst it does not keep information on the specific vehicle it does keep records on 
the number of vehicles breaking the limit. This information can be used by the Police to 
establish  sites for further speed checks. 
 
The working party consider roads which have been identified as having a potential 
speeding problem. This information is then passed to local police who will then prioritise 
the deployment of SID. The most recent example of the device in the Parish could be 
seen on Challenger Way just after Christmas
