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The Council whilst losing a substantial
amount of investment income with the
reduction in interest rates and
recognising the tough times that we are
all likely to face in the year ahead took
the decision to use some of its
uncommitted reserves to offset the
increase in the Council’s precept.

Below we look at the highlights of the

At the beginning of December 2008 the
Council set its budget for the next year.

As a result the council tax in respect of
the Parish for an average Band D
property will be £70.44 per annum, an
increase of less than five pence per
week.

Some of the key features of the budget
for the next year are -

a contribution to the annual
running costs of the new
CCTV due to be installed in
Hythe, Dibden Purlieu and
Forest Front in Spring 2009.

the continued provision of two
dedicated Accredited
Community Safety Officers.

Malcolm Wade(right) handing
Clayfield keys to Richard Cox

the cameras in Hythe and Dibden.

In all there will be seven cameras in key

locations around the Parish. They are

1. Atthe bus and ferry terminus
2. Near Lloyds Bank
3. Onthe promenade
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During last year the Council made
provision to begin a programme of tree
planting in the parish.

As a way forward contact has been
made with Oak Lodge School, Hythe
Primary School, Orchard Junior
School and Wildground Junior School
to establish a partnership arrangement
whereby the schools identify areas
within the school grounds which could
be improved with additional planting.
