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 At the end of June the Council’s new 
Community Safety Team started 
operations.  
 
Whilst they are not an emergency 
service the Team will provide an 
additional uniformed presence in the 
Parish.  
 
The Team comprises two Accredited 
Community Safety Officers and although 
these two officers will be provided by 
Hampshire County Council they will be 
paid for and deployed by the Parish 
Council.    
 
The officers will work to promote 
community safety and combat low level 
antisocial behaviour. They will also work 
with other agencies and local groups 
with a view to reducing anti-social 
behaviour  
 
The officers will be working shifts with 
the aim of them being on duty when 
they can be of most benefit including 
Friday and Saturday evenings. They will 
be easy to recognise in their distinctive 
uniforms and vehicle which will bear the 

Parish Council’s logo and contact 
details. 
 
The officers will have the power to issue 
fixed penalty notices for littering, graffiti, 
and cycling on footpaths. Also to 
confiscate alcohol and tobacco from 
under age people. In addition they will 
enforce the Parish Council’s byelaws.

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On 16 June 2006 children from Hythe 
and the surrounding area helped the 
Chairman of the Council, Brenda Smith 
to open the Council’s brand new 
playground at Ewart Recreation Ground 
in Jones Lane.  

Construction work started on the new 
playground in April 2006 having 
received planning permission and 
following extensive consultation with 
local residents and potential users of the 
equipment. 

Whilst the new playground cost in the 
region of £100,000 The Onyx 
Environmental Trust helped with the 
funding by providing a grant of £30,000 
under the Landfill Tax Credit Scheme. 

The children who opened the 

playground also helped with its design 
by deciding what features they would 
like to see installed.  

Equipment comprises a multiplay unit, a 
trampoline, swings, a cable runway and 
much more. There are also picnic 
tables, seats and facilities for disabled 
young people. The project also involved 
the laying of safety playing surfaces and 
improvements to surrounding paths. 

The Chairman of the Council, Brenda 
Smith said, “we have been planning this 
project for a couple of years now. It is 
fantastic to see it being completed and 
opened. The grant from the Onyx 
Environmental Trust was used to 
purchase several pieces of equipment, 
all of which have fantastic play value.”

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Southampton Airport is currently trying 
out some new take-off and landing 
procedures with the aim of minimising 
the noise impact on local people. The 
trials will run from 1 July 2005 through to 
October 2006. The results will then be 
reviewed by the airport’s Technical 
Working Group. 

Aircraft arriving from the south   
The point at which aircraft arriving from 
the south (on a visual approach) are 
required to be on alignment with the 
runway’s centre line at four miles. 

It is anticipated that this will lead to fewer 
parts of the Southampton urban area 
being overflown by arriving aircraft. 
Areas likely to see fewer arriving aircraft 
include Sholing, Woolston and Shirley. 
 
However this does not mean aircraft will 
avoid these areas altogether as 
departing aircraft routeings will not be 

changed during the trial period. 

Many aircraft will also use the less-
densely populated Southampton Water 
area to manoeuvre onto the centre line 
for arrival.
